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Due to my past heroin use I’ve suffered many physical 
consequences, some life threatening. You run a risk 
every time you stick a needle in your body. Besides the 
possibility of sudden death by overdosing there are 
many other grave conditions: blood clots, endocarditis, 
and cellulitis to name a few. Having 2 large abscesses 
on my shoulder and leg, I became paralyzed. Along with 
kidney failure, I developed sepsis (blood poisoning) and 
a myriad of other harms. The massive wounds required 
skin graphs. I was in the hospital for nearly 3 months 
recuperating. Although God spared my life, after 
leaving the hospital I was using heroin within 2 weeks. 
This is just one of many incidences I’ve been saved 
from. I’ve learned not to think I have “Nine Lives”.

We should never presume on God’s grace. By God’s 
grace and mercy I’m alive to tell you my story. You 
may not have a drug addiction; nor have had a close 
call with death, but one thing we all have in common 
is this; we are all going to die. Do you know where 
you will go when you die? I have good news. We are 
lost in a sinful condition and destined to eternal 
damnation. Jesus Christ is God, who came to earth as 
a man. He died on the cross & shed His own blood to 
pay the penalty for our sins. He was buried. He rose 
from the dead and is alive. Turn from your sin and 
believe in Jesus Christ and you will have eternal life. 
The Holy Spirit agrees by giving believers new birth. 
It’s your decision! Don’t think you have “Nine Lives”. 
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
